This camp is an excellent opportunity for gaining some independence and confidence in navigating. We camp both nights at Horner Woods campsite near Porlock. On the Saturday and Sunday we set out in small groups to hike around the hills of Exmoor. Although the Scouts will not be required to carry their tents etc. with them it gives an excellent introduction to lightweight camping that will be invaluable when they undertake expeditions in the future (for Dof E etc).
You will need to share lifts or make your own way to the campsite. There may be a few spaces available in leaders’ cars.

From Taunton take the Minehead road out from Taunton and follow the A39 past Minehead. After the sharp bend at Allerford take the next left. Follow this road ahead to Horner. The campsite is up the dirt track where the road bends away left. There is parking just before this corner in Horner itself. (We will not want all the cars churning up the grass on the campsite).
Start at Horner Woods: 6.30pm on Friday 2nd October
Finish at Horner Woods: around 3pm on Sunday 4th October

Spare jumper and a change of dry clothes
Torch / head torch

Wash kit
You may bring penknife if you wish

Pen / pencil and small notepad – always good practice (a Scout should be prepared!)

First aid kit - ditto

Any medication you normally require
No mobile phones.
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
