The Scouts have elected to undertake an expedition down the river Wye by open canoe. The journey will take place over 3 days, with 2 nights of camping, and our goal will be Symonds Yat where we hope to end the camp by scaling the summit (leaving the canoes at the bottom obviously!).

The river Wye is very popular for canoeing and is a suitable grade river for the Scouts. It is however important that we are well prepared. To this end we will have a practice session on the Monday preceding the camp on the Tone at Tangier from 6.30 to 8.30pm (under the lit section of river in town).

We will supply dry sacks for your kit, helmets, buoyancy aids etc. You will need to apply thought to what you bring to keep yourself warm and dry for the trip. The stretch of river that we will be paddling does not present a great danger of capsizing, but you should be prepared for this eventuality with enough dry clothes to change into. If you have a wetsuit and wish to spend 3 days in it then do bring it. For the most part sensible clothes will suffice if you are prepared to change should you happen to get wet. One necessity will be a windproof and splashproof top to prevent you from becoming chilled as we paddle.
We will hope for good weather, but as always please don’t forget a full set of waterproofs. We will be outside enjoying the weather all weekend. You should expect to wear numerous layers all weekend, including at night. Please ensure that you bring plenty of warm clothes and additional spares.

Suggested camp kit list:

Remember to label everything with your name

Rucksack or bag (to hold everything). This should be able to fit inside the 60L dry sack you will be lent for the camp whilst still allowing space for either a hike tent or a trangier stove and rations.
Bags for dirty clothes etc.

Sleeping bag and roll mat (a roll mat is essential insulation from the cold ground at night)
Warm things to wear at night
At least 2 full sets of spare clothes
Towel

Coat – a wind proof and splashproof jacket is essential
Waterproofs

Appropriate footwear - shoes are fine. If you have wetsuit boots then bring these too.
Wetsuit if you have one

Torch / head torch and batteries
Small wash kit
You may bring a penknife if you wish

Pen / pencil and small notepad – always good practice (a Scout should be prepared!)

First aid kit – ditto
Suncream / sunhat
Any medication you normally require
Think carefully about what you bring – you should be well equipped for a potentially wet activity and for variations in the weather. However you should also bear in mind that in an expedition camp you will need to be able to transport all your kit as well, and it should fit inside the large dry sack whilst still allowing space for either tent or stove.
