Jamboree camping is different compared to our usual camps. The Scouts camp in patrols and aim to maintain themselves and their site without adult intervention. There is also a competition element – each patrol is judged on how well they pitch the patrol tents, set up and maintain their site, and cook for example. For this reason a degree of maturity and experience is valuable. It is expected that any Scouts wishing to come to the Jamboree would also wish to come on the practice camp beforehand. Parents can be reassured however that the patrols are not simply left to survive on their own – groups of around 8 patrols are sited together to form a sub-camp which is overseen by leaders from a different part of the County (to maintain the Scout’s sense of independence).

One of the most important features of camping in patrols is the need for teamwork. We encourage the Scouts to work together sharing out jobs equally, and ideally to draw up a rota for the less popular tasks! 

The County Jamboree is good fun, and an excellent opportunity to meet lots of Scouts from other troop across the County. There will also be a goodly variety of activities put on throughout the weekend for them to participate in and enjoy. It would be great to put in some strong patrols and aim for the ultimate Jamboree accolade – a Gold Award pendant!
I have to get all the entries and health forms submitted to the organisers by 1st May. Please get me your entry as soon as possible so that I can ensure your place at the Jamboree. You can drop your forms off to me at 5 Galmington Road or bring them along to the first week back after Easter.
