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Membership information & consent
Wilton Scout Group would like to take this opportunity to update our membership records, to ensure that the information we hold on file is both relevant and up to date.

Child protection / CRB

The Scout Association produce a yellow card that outlines its child protection policy / guidelines. If you are working with young people in the group, you should read and understand its contents. Your section leader should be able to supply you with a copy.

There is a section on the form for CRB details. It is important that any adult working with children in scouting has received clearance. This includes leaders, helpers and parents who wish to attend family camps and activities. We hope you understand that this process is for the safety and welfare of our young members. 

If you have received a scouting CRB clearance, please provide the reference number. If you have received clearance and cannot locate the information, let us know.

If you have not completed a CRB disclosure form, yet intend to participate in scouting events, we would encourage you to complete a form as soon as possible. 
Over the summer months HQ tend to get swamped with disclosure requests, which can take up to three months to process. So please ask your section leader for a form and our simple guide to help you complete it. We will endeavour to process the disclosure form as quickly as possible. 

Air rifle shooting

All sections of our group are very active and like to participate in many adventurous activities (after all that is what scouting is all about). Some activities require special consent from parents such as air rifle shooting. As we are fortunate to have access to two shooting ranges (Huish woods and the Wilton Scout Hut), this is an activity we are able to offer on a regular basis, so enclose a form in order for you to give consent to child participating in this activity at any time in the future. 
Photograph permission

Finally, a photograph permission form is also enclosed. In our experience, most parents are happy for photographs of their children taking parting in scouting activities to used for scouting purposes. However, we will respect your wishes if you would not like your childs photograph published.
