Paddling Opportunities at Tangier

The following are not Wilton events. They are paddling dates that I have organised as part of my responsibilities for managing the canoe store at Tangier for the County. We cannot take the whole troop to these events, but if there are any individuals who are particularly keen and have enjoyed their paddling it may be possible to fit you in.

Open sessions on the Tone at Tangier: Every Tuesday in September 6.30pm at Tangier. These sessions are suitable for people wishing to improve their skills or complete beginners.

Pool sessions: Saturday 29th and Sunday 30th October at Taunton School, in the older pool in the sports block 1-4pm each day (sessions 1-2, 2-3, 3-4pm), places limited, booking essential.
These sessions are of most use to people who already have some paddling experience and are at the stage of being ready to learn how to roll and perform rescues. Open to Scouts, Explorers and adults in Scouting. There will be a charge of £5 for each session (to cover the pool hire). The intention is that everyone should be able to have an hour slot each day (don’t expect to be able to roll after 10 minutes learning – it usually takes a number of sessions). Bring swimming trunks.
River trips: dates for your diary

Saturday 3rd September: river Wye from Symonds Yat down to Monmouth, with some play time at Symonds Yat rapid. Meet at Tangier ready to leave at 9am. This trip is suitable for a first time on white water provided you are competent on flat water, as well as for those more experienced.

Saturday 1st October: destination tbc

Sunday 20th November: destination tbc (experienced paddlers only)

Saturday 3rd December: destination tbc (experienced paddlers only)

For all these events it is important to ensure that you are adequately dressed for getting wet and for the time of year. Wetsuits are ideal, and I would recommend a wind proof layer on top as well. In the later months of the year more layers will be required.
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
