Subs are due once more:
Subs for the summer term will be due after Easter. £35 per term payable to 1st Taunton (Wilton) Scout Group. As always, if money is a concern (for subs or for any of our activities) then please have a discrete word. 

Canoeing and kayaking: Mondays throughout term
Over the summer term we will be enjoying the chance to get out on the water of the Tone at Tangier (the Scout and Guide Centre on Castle Street). Sessions will run 7-9pm. Please get there 10 minute early to help get the boats out. You will need to wear either a wetsuit (ideal if you have one) or old clothes together with a windproof top. On your feet you should wear either wet suit shoes or old trainers. Flip flops or crocs are not suitable as they will fall off if you go for a swim.
Bear in the West: Saturday 7th May
Bear Grylls is visiting Huish Woods and you have the chance to see him. Forms were handed out before Easter and the deadline was 31st March. Remember – no cars will be allowed onto the Huish Woods site. Parking is at the park and ride with a bus laid on to the campsite. Please come in uniform. 

Meet: 9.30am at the park and ride. Cost £5
Shaugh Prior: Saturday 21st May
We will be heading down to a beautiful location on the edge of Dartmoor where the river forms a natural series of waterslides that the Scouts will be able to play in. You will need a wetsuit and we advise that you wear some old clothes over the top to protect it. You should also bring warm dry clothes, a towel, lunch and hot flask. Helmets will be provided.

Meet: Scout Hut 10am. Return: 6pm. Cost: £4
@Bristol: Sunday 22nd May
On this day we will be taking the train from Taunton up to Bristol to visit the exciting @Bristol science discovery centre. Bring a packed lunch and yourself. 
Meet: train station 9.45am. Anticipated return: 6.02pm. Cost: £11
Sailing at Durleigh Reservoir: Monday 23rd May

This evening of sailing will be run by the SYCSA at Durleigh Reservoir. Participants should be able to swim 50m. Bring a wetsuit or old clothes (no jeans as these are particularly cold when wet), a windproof top and old trainers.
Meet: 6pm at Durleigh Reservoir. Finish: 8pm. Cost £6.50

Surfing: Sunday 26th June
We will be enjoying a day on the surf at Saunton Sands. Travel will be by minibus. Bring a board and wetsuit if you have them as well as a packed lunch and everything else you need for a day on the beach (towel, suncream etc.). The rest of us will be hiring them at Saunton (hire cost approximately £15 for a board and £10 for a wetsuit).
Depart: 10am; anticipated return 6pm. Cost £4 (plus money for board hire)

Quantock walk: Wednesday 6th and Friday 8th July
On this week we will be meeting up on the Quantocks instead of at the Scout Hut for a welcome breath of fresh air and the stunning scenery of the Quantocks. We usually end by watching the sun set over the moor. Please note the changed times of 6-9pm on the Wednesday and 7-10pm on the Friday.
District Raft Race: Sunday 17th July
This is one of the most hotly contested competitions in the district. It is several years since we had a win. Come and help us on our way this year! The race takes place on the Tone at Tangier.
Massed games at Huish Woods: Wednesday 20th July
We will be finishing off the year in fine style by bringing together the Beavers, Cubs and Scouts as well as parents for an evening of activity and fun at Huish Woods campsite. Please note the slightly earlier start time of 6.30pm. Scouts from both the Wednesday and Friday troops are welcome.
