Fitness sessions: 

This half term we will be getting active and getting fit. Each Monday everyone is welcome to join us at the Scout Hut for a range of activities from 7.30-9pm.
District Archery Competition: Sunday 2nd October
Anyone who has used a bow before is welcome to participate (if you are uncertain about archery have a word with Robin before the date and arrange a practice). The shoot takes place on the Beacon field at Huish Woods campsite. I hope to have more details from district soon. Last year the start time was 10am and the whole shoot took 2-3 hours.
