Trip to Shaugh Prior
Wednesday 7th April 2010

Depart by minibus from Scout Hut: 9.30

Cost: £3 (if not already paid)
During the Easter Holidays we will be making a trip down to Shaugh Prior at the South West corner of Dartmoor. We will be heading for the river which lies in a beautiful valley which is well worth exploring. In addition, for those who wish, there will be the opportunity to play in the waterfalls in a section of the river which form a naturally occurring set of waterslides (where Pete Walling spent many happy hours in his childhood!). After exploring the valley and the river we will head to the harbour-side in Plymouth before returning home.

Those wishing to try out the waterslides in the river will need a wetsuit. Anyone who does not own a wetsuit can hire one from the council’s Youth Equipment Store for the princely sum of £1 per day. Speak to Robin for details. You will also need some footwear that will stay on your feet in the water – old trainers for example. Flipflops or crocs that have a tendency to fall off will not do. We are also recommending that you wear some old jeans / Tshirt / jumper over your wetsuit to avoid damaging expensive neoprene on the rocks. Helmets will be supplied.
We are timing this trip for the balance between warmer weather and sufficient water in the river to make the water activities possible. If the weather is against us then we will still go but may limit our activities to walking the river gorge. The water is likely to be cool regardless and should you wish then a pair of neoprene socks (about £5) inside your trainers may be a worthwhile investment.
